Newtown Day Camp has limited enrollment and campers 
will be accepted on a first-come, first-serve basis.  A non-
refundable deposit of $400.00, per child, must accompany 
the completed registration form.   
    
An additional payment of $300.00, per camper, is due by 
February 15th.  All campers paid in full by February 15th 

(envelopes must be postmarked by February 15th) may 
deduct $25.00 from the total due for each camper. 
All camp fees must be paid in full by April 15th.  All 
payments after April 15th are subject to a late fee of 
$100.00 per camper.  All envelopes must be post-marked 
by April 15th to avoid this late fee charge.  Campers may 
not attend camp if there is a balance due. 
 
A change in enrollment may not be possible once the 
registration form has been received. 
 
There will be a processing fee of $25.00 per camper for any 
changes of enrollment status made after February 15th.   
This includes, but is not limited to, changing a camper’s 
group, day of attendance, weeks attending, changes from 
half to full day, or full day to half day.  Please remember 
changes cannot always be made due to limited enrollment.
